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Mirabai was the wife of the crown prince

of Mewar. She was a disciple of Rabidas.
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Civil Rights Movement was a movement
that began in USA in 1950s in which

African-American people demanded equal

rights and an end to racial discrimination.
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The Cholas made great contribution to art
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and architecture. The Cholas are also best

known for their mental images and stone

sculptures.
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Schools are the temples of learning.
Children gather here to gain knowledge and
develop various skills. They learn many
social behaviours like discipline, team
spirit, co-operation, rules and regulations
in the schools. Though many rules and
regulations are same for boys and girls, but
some rules are different also. In addition,
textbooks often represent the gender biased

ideology present in the society.
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Guru Nanak was a great Bhakti saint. He
was born at Talwandi (presently in Pakistan)
in AD 1469. In AD 1496, he preached the
message of oneness of God. He said, 'There
is no Hindu; there is no Muslim' implying
the unity of all religions. He undertook
extensive pilgrimages to many holy places
in India and gave discourses to his devotees
en-route. He died on September 22, 1539
AD. During his lifetime he did not consider
himself as a founder of any religion or a

prophet (avatar).
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
