Opportunities: 

• Potential for collaboration with local relief organizations and authorities to ensure 

efficient distribution of aid. 

• Possibility of organizing future campaigns to support disaster-stricken regions.  

 

Challenges: 

• Ensuring transparency in fund management and its equitable distribution. 

• Overcoming donor fatigue and maintaining long-term support for flood-affected 

regions. 

OUTCOMES 

 

The Kerala Flood Donation campaign was a heartening display of unity and empathy within our 

community. The event succeeded in raising significant funds to aid the flood-affected people in 

Kerala. The collected funds were sent to the Chief Minister Distress Relief Funds on 28-08-
